Lake County Land Trust  

has had some remarkable achievements: 

 

Acquisition/protection of Rodman Ranch and 
Slough on the north shore of Clear Lake, a 
250 acre preserve that is home to many spe-
cies of wildlife including three species of her-
ons, egrets, songbirds, ducks, wild turkey and a 

variety of mammals. 

 

Creation of the Rodman Preserve and 
Nature Education Center to cultivate within the 
community a respect for and appreciation of 

the natural resources of Lake County. 

 

Protection of the Black Forest, 255 acres of 
old growth Douglas fir forest on the northeast 
slope of Mt. Konocti, providing wildlife habitat 
and scenic views, a true landmark of Lake 

County.   

 

Acquisition of Rabbit Hill, located in Mid-
dletown. This 9.5 acre park has been owned 
and stewarded by the Lake County Land Trust 

since 1999.   

 

Partnering with The Nature Conservancy to lo-
cally manage Boggs Lake Preserve and deter-
mine the long term goals for this unique ecosys-

tem. 

 

Acquisition/Protection of Big Valley Wet-
landsñMelo Property on the southwest shore 
of Clear Lake. This 34 acre property contains 
shoreline wetland and riparian zones that are 

important habitats for many wildlife species.
